Secret Preparation of Marie the Prophetess.

Take four pounds of common salt or of
sea salt--calcine until it is perfectly
white, then place it into a glass vessel

and expose it to moonlight during the

beautiful and serene time of15'from the

first quarter until the beginning of the
equinoXe.

This first megnet will draw down from
the breast of the air the influences of
the stars which she will reduce in water
without dissolving itself. Filter, then
distill in hot sand or ashes in a cornu
that is well-lutedy separate the water
from the loadstone salt which appears as
Mercury in the bottom of the cornu and

which from now on will serve without




lessening either in virtue or in qualitye.
Pass the water from the recipient into

a well-luted cornu, thence into a bain-

merie until there remains only a very little

water in the cornue. You must repeat this

three times--leaving a little of the matter

in the bottom (of the cormu) each time.

Teke then for = last time your water-—-

place it in another cornu and put over a
bain-marie until it has all passed out and
keep on doing this until there is nothing
more to be seen in the cornue.

Then place this water for forty days in
putrefaction in steam'or in a bain-marie
in order to separate the spirit from its
phlegm--simmer then and distil in a gentle
heato

Teke the spirit, place it in e well-luted

joined vessel, suspend it éver a fire of




hot ashes (hang the vessel with three cords)
anf allow it to cook for four months or
until everything is thoroughly thickened

and then add some salt or earth--saving out

Now place it into a bain-marie without

lutting the vessel and now you must add the

. ®,40
other part of your salt or earth. ;*;

Dissolve everything and then suspend the
vessel by three cords over a fire having
the heat of a lamp and everything will be
reconverted into earth or salt in two months.
Replace it in a bain-marie for a third
time--congeal it a8 before oveérra fire
having the heat of a lamp and then having
achieved these three distillations and
congealations--the Philosophical Mercury
is I"%E.dy'q

Now take a pound of this Mercury, earth




salt and natural sulphur (the amount differs

with philosophers), add to it five or

six pounds of this pure spirit, this mound
which you have guarded you will place in
putrefaction for fifteen days.

Next you will pess the putrified matter
into 2 bain-merie in a cornu in order to
draw out by means of the fire the sulphur
and the natural salt, and if they will not
pass out immediately through the snout of
the cormu, you must repeat the heat, dis-

tillation and putrefaction until every-

thing hes passed--united with the spirit.

Then you will place the matter over a
bain-marie for fifteen or twenty days and
it is then thet one is able to dissolve
all metallic bodies. But one does not
stop with this first simple water of the
Philosophers, for it is necessary to

prepare the second type also.




Teke an ounce of the Moon and coupel it

very fine lime--place each separatedly in

>said water allow four

carry them on to & bath of hot sand or of
ashes, and make them diss Heat the
well, then place them separately in a well-
sealed vessel.

Allow the vessels to cool, then on half
of the matter which will remein in the
bottom replace the said spirit and set over
8. bain-merie to cook for one night, and
then distil it afterwards over hot ashes
es ebove, until that which you have retained
will be entirely juice, spirit or mercurye.
Of the two grand luminairies--they will
appear the tenth or fourteenth tlme.

Join then the two metallic juices--force

them to pass off together through the snout




of the cormu and if they stick anywhere to
the sides of the vessel, or if anyg matter
remains in the bottom of the cornu--continue
cooking it until nothing remains.

Next take two large glass vessels joined
together--that is to say, two matrasses in
the one trap in which you' will place your
menstrue of mercurye.

Lute then the joined vessels and allow
everything to dry and then place it in the
yapour of a bain-marie (not allowing it to
touch the liquid) and leave it there for
three or four days--at the end of which time
your Philosophic Mercury will be completed
and will be all-powerful and fragrant.

This univergd® dissolvant or menstrum in

this state is the triple mercury of the

Philosophers which one must place in the

Philosophic Egg and cook over a low heats
